Gordon wore a unique skin
and seal skin vest with his mothet’s clan
logo on his back. Chandel wore a beauti-
ful white skin dress with a velvet-beaded
bid.

dashing in their beaded vests that their
mothers made.

I would like to commend graduate
Dale Kakfwi for making such a powerful
speech at the ceremony. This young man
received 3 standing ovations from the
crowd. Presently, we are trying to have
Dale send a copy of this speech to us so
that we may have it on the website.
Tammy just updated the photos on the
Main page of oldcrow.ca with the gradu-
ation photos. By the time I finished tak-
ing the photos there must have been 150!

If EI hasn’t
received your ROE by the time they re-
ceive your application for benefits, THEY
will call VGEN for your ROE!
